How to Make a Key Chain Button

Identify the crimp die and the pickup die of the button maker machine.

Rotate the die table so that the crimp die is positioned under the upper die.

Insert a shell into the pickup die. Place the graphic on the shell. Place the mylar on top
of the graphic.

Rotate the die table one-half turn clockwise until the die table stop is against the outer
column.

to finish the key chain.
